These complex emotions can manifest themselves in many
ways — fear, anger, and/or depression are not uncommon.

What’s also not uncommon are the number of people within the church with an abortion in their past. More
than one in three women and five in ten men were in church at least once a month at the time of their first
abortion.

There can be far-reaching psychological, emotional, and spiritual ramifications for people who have chosen
abortion.
